Turn left at crossroads into Trewinnard Road then right into
School hill.  The Village Hall is on the left.

From Falmouth and West: Turn left off A39 into Cove Hill
then follow above.

Covid 19 Precautions
The event will be run under rules and guidance
laid down by the UK Government at the time.  In
particular it may be necessary to wear masks and
we may ask you take a lateral flow test before
attending.
During the planning process we will try to leave
as much room as possible between teams and
ringers - so there will be a limit on the number of
people allowed into the event.
On the day we will maximise the available
ventilation.
Those booking will receive an acknowledgement
that they have been accepted and will be
allocated the space they have requested on this
booking form or a notification that they have not
been successful.
